FAIR MEMORIES by Elthea Many (Written

Mama told me that | was born on Fair day,
but 1t rained, so they had to postpone it, -the
Fair, | mean'! The Fair 1s in my blood, | guess,
and | have never missed one since | can remem-
ber. Papa (Mate Black) was Secretary for many

now all the problems involved in running a
one-day Fair, the long hours before and after,
the dlﬁ'ﬂt‘ﬂﬂ{:}? required, that not many people
even think about. When I was very small, FAIR
DAY, was the most exciting day of the year.
There was not much sleep for anyone in the
household the night before. The horses, wagons
and ox teams would start long before dawn. |
would jump out of bed to the chorus of strange
voices, the rumble of wagons, and GEE and
HAW of the ox team driver, the lowing of the
cattle, the bleating of the sheep and the %‘n‘mhq g
of the EE.ES ... all being taken to the fair- (in
DROVES, on FOOT) for Premium. The dust in
the road would be inches deep in dry weather
and rose like a cloud with the incessant tram-
pling of hoofs. (Mama always washed her cur-
tains after Fair Day.}) This was the only day of
the vear when we had a glimpse of people who
lived more than 25 miles away, and we thought
them very different and practically foreigners.

I could scarcely wait to get to the
Fairgrounds. The Merry-go-Round was my
chief interest and was the only ride we had
when 1 first remember. Later the Ferris
Wheel was added, but that was not for me.
The Merry-go-Round man (Rudy Knoll)
always stayed at the home of my dearest girl-
friend, Alice Moore, and when we were old
enupgh to go around by ourselves without
getting lost, we rode the Merry-go-Round for
“free”. (He was a gentle, soft voiced man and
told us to ride all we wanted, so we took him
at his word. We rode from morning until
night. We probably did him out of a lot of his
profit!)

Blackberry Season is Here!

MNow that the Blueberry Festival 2013 1s part of our
local history, I think we should note that not only do
blueberries grow wild in the Catskills, but there are

other wild berries out
there, too.

Right now the black-
berries are ready for
picking! These are
one of my favorites,
but there 1s always
competition with the
birds when it comes to
picking and who gets
there first! .

The blackberry is an
edible fruit produced
by many species in the
Rubus "genus in the
black fruit 1s not a true
berry. Botanically it is termed an aggregate fruit, which
means the berry 1s really made u1|13 of lots of tiny, round.
shiny berries stuck together. Each tiny berry in the clus-
ter has its own seed, so one animal eating one fruit
spreads many seeds.

It is a widespread and well-known group of over 375
SpECIES,

Blackbernies are perennial plants which typically
bear biennial stems ("canes") from the perennial root
system. In its first year, a new stem. the primocane,
erows vigorously to its full length which can be as tall
as 9 feet or more, sometimes arching or trailing alon
the ground and bearing large palmately compoun
leaves with five or seven leaflets. During the first year
it does not produce any flowers. In its second year, the
cane becomes a floricane and the stem does not grow
longer, but the lateral buds break to produce tflowering
laterals (side shoots), which have smaller leaves wit
three or five leaflets. First- and second-year shoots usu-
ally have numerous short-curved, very sharp prickles
that are often called thorns.

~ The fertilized flowers mature into the fruit, which
ripens from mid-summer to early fall, changing from
green to red then to a dark purple that 1s almost black.

Unmanaged mature plants form a tangle of dense
arching stems, the branches rooting from the node tip on
many species when they reach the ground. Vigorous and
ﬁmwmg ra]gjldl in woods, scrub, hillsides, and

edgerows, blackberry shrubs tolerate poor soils, readi-
ly colomzing wasteland, ditches, and vacant lots, the
wild blackberry can be considered an invasive species.
Blackberries grow wild throughout all parts of the
Catskills,

There is evidence from the Iron Age Haraldskar
Woman that she consumed blackberries some 2500
ﬁEﬂI‘S ago. It 1s reasonable to conclude that blackberries

ave been eaten by humans over thousands of vears!

The MNative Americans revered the blackberry for 1ts
many medicinal properties, and they also made fiber
from the stems that was used to make a strong twine.
Another use was as a huge barricade around the village
made of piles of the thorny canes, for protection from 4
and 2 legged predators. The fruit was also used for pur-
ple to blue dye.

A little bat of folklore tells that vou never eat black-
berries that are picked after Dls:i Michaelmas Day
(October 11th). Here's why: When the Devil was kicked
out of Heaven on October 11, he landed, cursing and
screaming, on a thorny blackberry bush. He avenges
himself on the same day every year by spitting on the
berries, which makes them inedible. There is some value
behind this legend as wetter and cooler weather often
allows the fruit to become infected by various molds
such as Botryotinia which give the fruit an unpleasant
look and may be toxic.

Now 1s the time if you get a chance, roll down your
sleeves (to avoid the thorns) and start picking.
Blackberries are very common on state land, along the
roadside. Just make sure that you have permission to
pick the berries if they are on someone's property,

Both,
Gillibrand and Gibson are pushing for passage of a
federal farm bill that includes extension of the REAP
Zone designation for Sullivan County and the Town
of Wawarsing in Ulster D}un%‘ )

~ The Senate version of the bill includes an exten-
sion of the Department of Agriculture's Rural
Economic Area Partnership initiative, which dﬂS]ﬁ-
nates certain rural areas as priority recipients of fed-
eral funding,

According to Gillibrand, “Our agriculture sector
alone generates about $4.5 billion for our state's
economy each year, Some of the most innovative
ideas and businesses that New York has to offer are
products from our rural communities. That is why it
15 s0 important that we keep vital programs like the
REAP Zone in the farm ill.”

Sullivan, which has been part of a REAP zone
that includes the Town of Wawarsing since 1999, has
E%Qiezived more than $485,000 in federal funding since

The designation helps give the region priority
access to federal funding from the U.S. Department
of Agriculture to help grow the local economy and
revitalize rural communities.

Gregory Sandor, executive director of Comell
Cooperative Extension of Sullivan County, said the
benefits of the more than decade old REAP Zone,
which assists in obtaining USDA grants, have been
“immeasurable.”

The bill, which is updated each vear with various

rovisions has been in limbo because of controversy
tween parties in the house and Senate.

Senator Gillibrand specified that the house passed
the agricultural piece of the bill, which involves com-
modity crops, conservation and insurance. The nutri-
tion and tood stamps portion of the hll however, was
denied and is the portion of the bill that takes up 80
percent of it. Gillibrand is fighting to make the hill
one again and have the senate pass 1t.

Gillibrand, the first to sit on the AG commitiee
for New York in over 40 years said, "A lot of mem-
bers of house don't want to invest in food for our fam-
ilies and 1 think its a moral issue and I think they are
'.ern s0 its an issue we have to advocate harder for
them.

She described the families as hard working fami-
lies who work 40 hours a week. They make mini-
mum wage, $15,000 a year and need to feed their
families.

She continued, "Imagine a single mom with two
kids trying to feed a family that is $3,000 below the
poverty line,"

Those are the families she believes need access to
proper nutrition and food, as she stated, "Those chil-
dren deserve to be successful like my children do.”

According to Congressman Gibson, they are
making headway on the bill. _

Congressman Christopher Gibson (R, NY 19) said

they are making headway. “We are finally making
steps to get a farm hall that 15 good for the northeast
and 1t is really important that we do that, that we have
special needs here in the northeast.” Gibson said.

Both Gillibrand and Gibson are members of their
bodies’ agriculture commuttees, and both highhghted
the importance of a reauthorized bill for counties like
Sullivan.

Gibson voted in favor of the five-vear Farm Bill
that was defeated in the House of Representatives,
The Senate passed its version in June.

DiNapoli Finds Lax Oversight of Private
Career Schools Operating Without a State
License, Complaints Not Addressed

Private career schools in New York are operating
without licenses and more than half are ignoring report-
ing requirements on job c{:glaccm-:nt and graduation
rates, acmrdmg to an audit released today l:ﬁ New
York State Comptroller Thomas P. DiNapoli.
Auditors also found hundreds of public complaints
that have been unresolved, some for more than a
decade, with little or no action. The findings of the
audit have been referred to Attorney General Eric
Schneiderman's office for further review.

“There is alarmingly little oversight of private
career schools in New York, leaving too many youn
adults vulnerable to false promises,”DiNapoli said.
“Schools have been allowed to operate without a
license for vears and some investigations into com-
plaints were left open for 10 years or more. Millions
of dollars and the education of thousands of New
Yorkers are at stake. The State Education
Deﬁaﬂmenl has taken some SIB’ES o tighten over-
sight but too many students may be getting taken for
a ride if more isn't done soon,”

The audit period covered Jan. 1, 2009 through
June 27, 2012 and examined the State Education
Department's (SED) oversight of 491 private career
schools (277 in New York City) which serve 46,000
students. These schools, also known as proprietary
schools, provide training in a broad range of disci-
plines focusing on career and job placement such as
computer programming, cosmetology, business, real
estate and plumbing. 1jf\’ith certain exceptions, State
law requires most non-degree granting private
schools that charge tuition to be registered or
licensed by the state.

DiNapoli's auditors found SED relies on public
complaints to identify unlicensed schools, rather
than conducting investigations of operating schools.
Of 1,328 open investigations, 1,080 (81 percent)
were initiated prior to 2009 and 724 had been open
for at least 10 years.

Auditors sampled 100 open investigations and
found 18 schools that appeared to be operating with-
out a state license. In several instances, auditors
found that when unlicensed schools were 1dentified and
contacted, SED took no action if the school did not
respond. Based on the sample results, there 1s consider-
able risk that a significant number of career schools are
operating without a license.
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Additionally, SED does not ensure that private
career schools report enrollment, graduation and job
placement information, as required by law. Of 491
schools, 292 (39 percent) did not submit required
reports. As a result, SED has no record of whether the
job and career opportunities promoted by these schools
were achieved.

When career schools apply for a license, the law
requires SED to render a final decision within one year.
Auditors found that of 148 applications, 66 (45 per-
cent) were 1n pending status for more than one year and
20 applications were pending for at least two years.

?:H:'.D_'S management information systems are based
on a mainframe application developed in 1988 that has
limited functionality. About 20 databases have been
developed over the years for various elements of the
program, but they are not integrated with each other or
with the mainframe. As a result, it 1s difficult to obtain
all information about an% Eam-:ular school,

Auditors recommended SED:

* Ensure that icense applications are processed with-
in one year of initiation;

* Establish time frames and procedures for complet-
ing investigations of career schools;

* Develop processes to prioritize investigations, fol-
low-up with schools which do not submit required doc-
umentation and statistical reports and take disciplinary
action against those in material non-compliance;

cl* Develop a system to assess school performance;
dll

* Develop and implement a formal plan to use infor-
mation technology to improve oversight.

SED generally agreed with the findings and cited
several instances in which updated computer systems
will enhance its ability to provide greater oversight.
SED officials noted that legislation passed in 2012 that
increased the application fee for career schools from
5250 to 55,000 will allow them to add statf and make
other necessary improvements.

made quilts, fringe-mittend and other
items of handwork. Usually some of
them were “picked up” before the day
ended and never located. Sometimes
the same items would be returned year
after year for premium, until vellowed
with age, the judges would ignore
them.

Great droves of cattle and other
animals of every size were driven
through the town “on the hoof”.
Teenaged boys helped to keep them 'in
line' but many lawns and flowerbeds
were trampled in the process. The low-
ing of cattle, bleating of sheep and the
occasional roar of a bull took the place
of the honking horns and the whirr of
machinery ol today. Sometimes an
ugly bull would break loose and pande-
monium would reign until it was cap-
tured.

When darkness approached the
Fair ended, for there were no electric
lights in those days and it was a long,
long trip home with a team of horses,
and there were always chores to be
done by the farmers when they reached
home.

It was a wonderful thrilling day but
we went home tired, and dusty, but
cager for the fair to come again next
vear,
